But we at OBAE still have a heavy lift, and I am dedicated to
doing everything possible in our relentless effort to help build
reliable, sustainable and affordable high-speed internet for New
Mexico homes, businesses, farms and other community
institutions.

OBAE Receives Dozens of New BEAD Applications!

Application Reviews and Scoring are Underway for $675 Million in Federal
Broadband Grants

The New Mexico Office of Broadband Access and Expansion (OBAE) has received 42 new
applications for the $675 million in broadband infrastructure grants in the latest round of the
federal Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment (BEAD) program. The latest applicants
seeking funding include 8 internet service providers, 5 cooperatives, 3 Tribal entities and 2
low earth orbit (LEO) providers.

The new applications include several first round applications that were modified and
resubmitted. In combination with the remaining first round applications, this brings the total
number of BEAD applications to 87 bids from 20 applicants. OBAE seeks to connect more
than 44,000 homes and businesses through the federal BEAD grants.

Fiber Fixed Wireless Low earth orbit

“The Office of Broadband is committed to working with every applicant looking to construct
critical broadband infrastructure across our state,” said Jeff Lopez, Director of OBAE.
“These dollars will go to projects that will change the landscape for communities, transform
lives and provide vital services and information for New Mexico families.”

BEAD is the state’s biggest broadband funding source and will be used to construct high-
speed internet to unserved and underserved locations across the state.

All reliable broadband technologies will be considered in the BEAD application.

These BEAD submissions follow new federal rules announced last month that restarted the
entire application process. Before that, OBAE had received 66 applications over a 3-month
period. These 42 applications were submitted in just two weeks, demonstrating great
interest by providers and others to build broadband infrastructure.

In the first round and latest round combined, 20 entities have applied for:

50 full-fiber projects
25 fixed wireless projects
2 low earth orbit satellite projects
10 projects using a hybrid of several technologies

OBAE is reviewing all applications in accordance with the new federal rules announced in
the BEAD Restructuring Policy Notice and subsequent federal guidance before preliminarily
selecting a grant request. OBAE’s award selections will then be sent to the National
Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA) for final approval.

The state has until September 4 to implement the new guidance and submit the final
proposal to the NTIA. NTIA has committed to review and approve all final broadband
infrastructure proposals within 90 days of receipt.

State Awards $3.1 Million to Bring Fiber Internet to 1,370 Raton
Locations

OBAE, Resound Networks, Local and State Officials Break Ground for
Major Project

OBAE, Resound Networks and Raton leaders break ground for the multimillion-dollar fiber broadband project.

The Office of Broadband Access and Expansion (OBAE) joined Resound Networks and
Raton city leaders on July 22 to break ground on a fiber project that will connect 1,370
Raton homes and businesses to high-speed internet. Resound Networks received a $3.1
million Connect New Mexico Fund grant to construct 30 miles of fiber to unserved and
underserved locations in Raton in Colfax County. 

OBAE Project Manager Katherine Irvin speaks with a

The Raton project will connect 1,137 homes, 133 businesses, 89 farms, and 11 community
anchors such as hospitals, fire departments and libraries. 

“This project demonstrates how public-private partnerships can close the digital divide in
rural New Mexico, bringing economic development and telehealth opportunities to Raton
families,” said Jeff Lopez, OBAE Director.

All Connect New Mexico Fund projects must be completed by June 2026. The fund was
established in 2021 through the Connect New Mexico Act.

State Broadband Office Awards Grant to Connect Hundreds of Rural
Students in Silver City School District

Silver City

Last month the Office of Broadband Access and Expansion (OBAE) announced that it’s
awarded a $1.5 million state grant to Transworld Network L.L.C. (TWN) to deliver high-
speed broadband access to rural students and school staff in Silver City.

This funding comes from the $25 million Student Connect program designed to provide
broadband to rural students across the state. Many students who return home from school
don't have access to the internet.

With this award, TWN will work with the Silver Consolidated School District to connect 484
unserved or underserved rural students.

“This project will change lives for nearly 500 Grant County students who lack access to the
internet at home,” said Jeff Lopez, director of OBAE. “Student Connect ensures that rural
students are able to fully participate in the classroom, whether they are at school or doing
homework. This is one important part to ensure every student has the resources to
succeed.”

The state grant will go toward the construction of towers and fixed wireless service and
provide receivers for designated student homes. Participating students and staff will also
receive three years of complimentary broadband.

“As a teacher, reliable high-speed internet is crucial for providing students with equitable
access to digital learning tools, research resources, and real-time feedback,” said Rebecca
Traeger, a 6th grade teacher at Silver Consolidated Schools. “This broadband project will
bridge the connectivity gap for many of our families, ensuring that learning doesn’t stop
when the school day ends. It allows me to extend meaningful learning opportunities beyond
the classroom.”

 “This project represents more than just faster internet—it’s about equity, access, and
opportunity,” said Will Hawkins, Superintendent, Silver Consolidated Schools. “For many of
our students, especially in rural areas, reliable broadband is the missing link to fully
participating in 21st-century learning. With this support, Silver Schools can better connect
classrooms to homes, extend learning time, and remove barriers that too often hold
students back.”

OBAE has approved 12 Student Connect grants, totaling $23.3 million with about $1.7
million still available. OBAE actively encourages applications from schools and internet
service providers.

Student Connect projects must be completed by June 30, 2026.

Applications remain open with no deadline, requiring only that proposals meet program
criteria.

State Awards Broadband Planning Grants to Two Pueblos and Valencia
County

The Office of Broadband Access and Expansion (OBAE) announced last month that it's
awarded state broadband grants to three entities for planning, engineering and grant writing
to help them build infrastructure and deploy high-speed internet.

Valencia County government, the Pueblo of Laguna and the Pueblo of Acoma are each
receiving a maximum $100,000 award through the state’s Grant Writing, Engineering and
Planning Program (GWEP).

These grants go specifically toward broadband deployment planning, but may also go
toward attaining other funds, such as those available under the federal Broadband Equity
Access and Deployment (BEAD) program.

“We are very excited that more entities will be using these grants to expedite vital
broadband infrastructure in rural and Tribal areas,” said Jeff Lopez, Director of OBAE.
“These areas are in real need of connectivity, and these awards will help build infrastructure
and deploy high-speed internet, transforming the community landscapes and changing
lives.”

This is the first GWEP award for the Pueblo of Acoma and the second for Valencia County
and the Pueblo of Laguna.

The state had allocated $5 million to the GWEP program to help Tribes, local governments
and cooperatives attain grants to help them provide broadband to unserved locations.

With these new awards, OBAE has issued 31 GWEP awards, totaling $3.1 million. The
recipients include 14 Tribal communities, 14 local governments and three rural electric and
telephone cooperatives.

OBAE still has $1.9 million available in GWEP grants, and the agency encourages Tribal
governments, local governments, rural telephone cooperatives and rural electric
cooperatives to submit applications. There are no matching funds required.

The maximum amount allowed for each award under this state program is $100,000.

The event included a state government expo and a town hall meeting, where the Governor
and Secretaries answered questions from local leaders and residents.

Cabinet in Your Community provided the Governor and her Cabinet an opportunity to
discuss issues with constituents as part of an outreach program to help residents learn
about available state and federal resources. State leaders helped residents understand
various government services to get the support they need.

OBAE Director Jeff Lopez. "Cabinet in Your Community allows us to explain the various
broadband programs, projects and funding opportunities. It’s important that our Office
interact with New Mexicans about our mission and progress.”

Members of the Governor's Cabinet fielded questions throughout the evening.

OBAE had a table at the expo, and Lopez was joined by Department of Information
Technology Secretary Manny Barreras.

About 30 people greeted OBAE staff during the expo. Staff spoke with local residents and
others about broadband projects, grant programs and funding opportunities. OBAE also
showed people how to access maps showing where prospective infrastructure projects are
happening and how to find out if broadband speeds were working at designated speed rates
across the state.

OBAE also informed residents about broadband projects happening in Grant County and
adjacent Hidalgo County. Those include a multimillion-dollar project, and a Student Connect
award in Silver City.

Project Progress
Connections Underway in Lincoln and Otero Counties 

A number of New Mexico projects funded through the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)
are moving forward. There are more than 20 ARPA broadband projects across the state
managed by OBAE. Last month Project Manager Mark Jacobs visited some Tularosa
Communications sites where the provider is deploying broadband. Tularosa
Communications has received two ARPA grants for projects in Otero and Lincoln counties
totaling $11.6 million dollars. Mark toured both ongoing projects. He checked out the routes
in West Alamogordo, Dog Canyon, including Oliver Lee Memorial State Park that is due for
connection soon, Dog Ranch Road and Sun Valley.

Laying conduit – construction work is ongoing to install conduit and pedestals for runs to the home connections.

Mark also learned firsthand how the internet is changing lives. He met with a newly-
connected customer who has had service for the past few months, and he’s thrilled to have
fast internet. The customer told Mark the area only had DSL, which was slow. The customer
says he now has access to telehealth and can pay bills online and do other things with this
faster speed.

OBAE continues to work closely with Tribal communities. OBAE Director Jeff Lopez is
traveling across the state to meet with as many leaders of the 23 Tribal communities as
possible to talk about broadband infrastructure and funding opportunities on their Nations,
Pueblos and Tribes. One of the stops last month was at the Pueblo de San Ildefonso in
Santa Fe County. Lopez, OBAE’s Tribal Coordinator and Liaison, Victory Quintana, and
Gabriel Montoya of OBAE’s Broadband Support Team met with San Ildefonso Governor
Christopher Moquino.

 

 

There, the group spoke about the
progress of the Pueblo’s current
broadband projects and how OBAE
can support the Tribal community. 
Such meetings are vital for OBAE’s
continued strong relationships with
Tribes.

 

 

Before the visit, OBAE staff
visited the site of multiple
San Ildefonso broadband
projects which include
funding from the Connect
New Mexico program. That
program has provided a $3.5
million grant to construct
broadband in Santa Fe and
Los Alamos counties.

Last month Lopez and OBAE staff also met with Tribal leadership at Nambe, Tesuque and
Pojoaque Pueblos in Santa Fe County, Santa Clara and Ohkay Owingeh Pueblos in Rio
Arriba County and Picuris Pueblo in Taos County. At Picuris Pueblo OBAE Director Jeff
Lopez and staff met with the Tribe’s Governor and Lieutenant Governor. They discussed
how the broadband office can assist the Tribe with their projects.
